Have a Plan for Writing Essays
Start with an outl ine to al ign responses with  
the essay question.  
Be clear.  Be concise.  Be specif ic .
Write your essay response in a draft
document and copy to the application once
finalized to reduce typing errors.  
Craft your essay responses thoughtfully and
with consideration.  
Re-read your essay response and make sure
you answered the question asked.

Check Your Work
Proofread everything (Grammarly
is your friend!)

Have someone else review
your responses for accuracy,
cohesiveness and alignment
with the question.
